Team, U.S. Air Force Heritage Flight, U.S. Army Golden Knights Parachute Team, Kevin Coleman, 
Warbirds, Precision Exotics and the Air National Guard Band of the Southwest. Four new 
exhilarating acts this year include the Aftershock Jet Truck, Adam “Shakenbake” Baker, Jeff 
Boerboon in the one-of-a-kind Yak 110 and Mini Jet Airshows, plus an exciting new ground 
attraction – announcement coming soon.

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With more than 120,000 attendees expected, the Bell Fort Worth Alliance Air Show is one of 
the biggest community events in North Texas. See a variety of static and historical displays; 
explore interactive exhibits and simulators at the STEM Discovery Zone powered by Lockheed 
Martin; stop by the Veterans Village, sponsored by DynCorp, to learn about services available to 
military members; and enjoy two Kids Zone areas featuring the world’s largest inflatable slide 
plus a variety of aviation-themed inflatables.  
 
Since 2006, more than $720,000 in proceeds from the air show have benefited more than 70 
local nonprofit organizations, including those that provide some of the event’s 400 plus 
volunteers.
